Utilize Google Analytics to track website visitors

• Determine which resources are most needed

• Control your Google listings and business information

• Improve google search ranking for desired keywords

Remove “Officially 501(c)3 approved” seal – leave text 
subtitle

Improve Donate Call To Action Button so it is more prominent

Consider adding donation widget on Support Page using a 
platform like GiveButter

Look

Add information or page thanking major supporters, donors 
and corporate partners.

Add more thorough breakdown of how funds raised are 
allocated to improve transparency to donors
